We boast a 100% senior
graduation rate in an urban setting, and the majority of our team alumni move on to attend college, many
majoring in STEM fields. Hundreds of Harding graduates have secured a better future for themselves as a
result of their time spent with Team 48. With such a large team (30+ students!), we must raise a significant
amount of funding each year in order to compete. We face an even greater challenge this year, having
recently lost thousands of dollars in support from a primary sponsor. With the help of generous community
businesses and individuals, we can overcome this challenge and continue providing excellent life lessons and
learning opportunities to current and future Team 48 students.
